Martin Rinkart, a German Lutheran minister, wrote the
hymn “Now Thank We All Our God” in 1636. At the
time, the Thirty Years’ War was ravaging central Eu-
rope, claiming millions of lives. Rinkart served as pas-
tor in Eilenburg, a walled town that became a crowded
refuge for starving fugitives. Al-though Rinkart was
struggling to provide for his own family, he opened his
own home to people in need.

After the plague entered Eilenburg, Rinkart conducted
up to 50 funerals a day — including services for his
wife and the only other two pastors in town. Amid the
despair, he wrote many hymns, including “Now Thank
We All Our God.” Originally intended as a table pray-
er, it’s now sung at Thanksgiving to remember God’s
“countless gifts of love” — even during hardships.
